FAQs

How much time is spent riding?

At least 4 hours per day.

What is vaulting?

Vaulting is a unique and growing sport that
combines gymnastics and dance on a moving
horse. It's a wonderful way to develop coordina-
tion, balance, strength, and creativity while
working in harmony with the horse. The vault-
ing horse is controlled by an instructor at all
times on a lunge line. A lounge line is a 20’
rope that holds the horse is a small, easily con-
trolled circle.

What to Expect:

Camp sessions begin at 9:00 AM
and runs until 4:00 PM Monday
through Friday. Camp is limited
to 10 students per week with a
ratio of 1 counselor per 5 camp-
ers.

What to Wear:

For safety and comfort please
send you child with a shoe that
has a heel. Riding boots are pre-
ferred and we do have some to
loan. Long jeans or other suit-
able long pants keep b
legs from chaffing. We (=
supply riding helmets.
Layers of clothing are
best for chilly morn-
ings and hot after-
noons.
